When To Stand Up and What To Say During

Introductions
True or False?   Answers are in the curriculum!
      Divide the students into two lines and ask the following questions and have the students guess whether the answer is “true” or “false”.  If a student answers incorrectly, that person has to sit down.  The last person standing will win the game for his or her side.

l. Hosts and hostesses ALWAYS rise to greet each arriving guest.  (true or false?)
2. A young person may remain sitting if a new guest is brought over to him or her to be introduced.  
3. If a gentleman is seated in a public place and a woman stops to talk to him, he should stand as he answers her.  

4. A business man has to stand up if his secretary comes into his office. A gentleman should always stand if a woman comes into the room for the first time. 

5. He does not have to remain standing until she sits down
6. A gentleman should jump up every time a hostess or another guest or member of his family comes into the room.  

7. A woman must stand up to shake hands with someone who is being introduced to her.  

8. When shaking hands with someone, one should make the handshake strong and warm. 

9. When shaking hands with someone, you should squeeze the person’s hand as hard as you can. 

10. When going to a restaurant and coming up to the table, the gentleman should sit down first, and let the ladies find their own seats 

11. Men should always shake hands with each other when introduced.  

12. If a person extends his or her hand after being introduced, it is perfectly polite to ignore it if you don’t feel like shaking hands.  
13. If you are introduced to someone who has their right hand amputated or in a cast, you do not extend your hand to shake hands.
